Getting permission with CCC’s Pay-Per-Use Services is quick 
and easy. Just follow these three simple steps:

1. 	 Go to www.copyright.com. 

		  �The Get Permission search box is in the center of the page.

2.	 Search for a publication:

		�  Enter the title or Standard Number (ISBN/ISSN) of the 
publication you wish to use and click the “GO” button.

3.	 Get permission:

		  1) � In the search results, the most frequently requested 
publications are displayed first. Click the “Pay-Per-Use 
Options” button. 

		�  The results for each publication will list the coverage 
available for the permission types selected. 

		  2) � Choose your desired type of use and click the “Price & 
Order” button.
